ORAL PRESENTATION 

The presentation is expected to be written and spoken in English. There is no translation service 
available.  

Presentations will be made on computers using Microsoft windows and must be compatible with 
PowerPoint or in PDF format. Speakers should test the compatibility of their presentations in advance 
before starting of session. 
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 The keynote lecture has a total duration of 40 minutes, including 30 minutes presentation and 10 
minutes for discussion. The normal oral presentation has a total duration of 20 minutes, including 
presentation, discussion and change of speaker. Therefore, speakers should prepare a talk with a 
maximum duration of 18 minutes, in order to allow questions from the audience. 

Speakers should be presented in their respective conference rooms at least 10 minutes before the 
start of the session, in order to meet with chairman and other speakers. Technical support will be 
provided in all rooms by student helpers.

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TRANSPOTATION 

1. Flying into Sendai Airport from Abroad 
Flights to Sendai Airport from overseas are as shown below. Connecting flights from Seoul and 

China (Beijing or Shanghai) fly to connect Sendai with other countries. Domestic flights connect nine 
cities in Japan to Sendai. Passengers landing at Narita, Nagoya or Kansai can transfer to a domestic 
flight to connect directly to Sendai.

2. Access from Tokyo to Sendai 

BY SHINKANSEN (BULLET TRAIN) 

If you want to save time, taking Shinkansen (bullet train) is the 
best way. It takes only about one and a half hour from Tokyo to Sendai 
and the price is about 10,890yen for one-way. More than 80 trains run 
between Tokyo and Sendai daily. 

For foreign visitors, “Japan Rail Pass”, “JR East Pass Tohoku 
Area” is recommendable so that you can take the train cheaper than 
normal price. You can reserve seat via JR East website (below).

LONG-DISTANCE BUS 

If you take a long-distance bus from Tokyo to Sendai, you can save money. Many bus companies 
have a line between Tokyo and Sendai. It takes about five and a half hours and the fare is 2,200yen ~ 
6,500yen (depends on bus company, time schedule and bus grade). There are direct lines from Narita

3. Access to Conference Venue 
It is very convenient to access to the conference venue using the Sendai TOZAI Subway line. It 

is just 14 minutes from the Sendai Station (Figure 9).  
There are many different types of tickets available for the passengers of the Sendai Subway. A 

one day ticket allows for unlimited travel on the subway for an entire day and costs 840 yen for adults 
and 420 yen for children.  

The ticket on the subway is set at a uniform price of 200 yen, to get off at any of the stations.
